Pennsylvania Rivers Conservation Registry 

               If you want to have your plan included on the Pennsylvania Rivers Conservation Registry, you must petition our program for listing. Completion of a Rivers Conservation Plan does not insure automatic listing on the registry. Our program requires that the following support the petition:

· 3 Copies of the Final Watershed Conservation Plan. (depends on # of DCNR regions it crosses)

(2 copies to Harrisburg;  rest go to regions – 1 copy per region)

· 3 or 4 Copies of the Executive Summary (same # of copies as Plans).

· Copies of minutes of Public Meetings.

· Copies of notices, as advertised in local newspapers, of all public meetings and workshops.

· Copy of a letter transmitting the Executive Summary Report and/or the Watershed Conservation Plan to municipalities and watershed organizations for review.

· 2 sets of Computer disks of tabular and geographic data developed on GIS (if applicable).

· 1st set of GIS sent to the Bureau.

· 2nd set of GIS data should be sent to PASDA.
